Architectural Report:


	


Lot 7: We are expecting plans to be submitted which will require a setback variance for a garage expansion.





Lot 49: Plans for pool and walls were approved during August 19th meeting.





Lot 66: County has approved the plans. Frank Mascia has submitted a letter to the board recommending final approval. The board approved these final plans in an executive session on August 19th subject to final review by Mascia of the staked lot.

Lot 1: This lot has non-compliant garage doors (white). Karin will send a letter.





Lot 5: The wall has yet to be painted but has been promised to be painted within 'a month or so'. 





Lot 6: No written response has yet been made to the request that future painting of the roof be done in a non-reflective color as specified in the CC&R's.  The owner had told Fred that she would use an appropriate color next time, but as written confirmation is needed, Karin will phone and again request the letter.





Lot 53: A letter will be sent requesting them to switch to Reliable Environmental Services – these people are renting and have apparently contracted with Saguaro whose trucks violate our weight limits on our roads.





Lot 73: A letter will be sent forwarding a complaint regarding speeding by one of the home’s residents.





Lot 130: A letter was received from the owners, saying that due vandalism of the pool equipment the building of a pool enclosure was delayed, but that it will be walled in immediately.


	


Fall 2003 Ballot Initiatives





So far, no written announcements of candidates have been received, though two individuals have indicated interest verbally.





Fred has sent the wording of the two Ballot Propositions to Tanis for review.





MSC: $10,000 of the current equity balance will be set aside as the initial capital for the Road Fund.





MSC: Should the Ballot Proposition to raise the dues carry, $250 of the $350 will be applied to the Road Fund.





CC&R Update





The board needs to thoroughly review the proposed CC&R draft for discussion at the next meeting.





Entryway improvements





The current neighborhood liability policy covers any liability due to the entryway improvements.





Final placement of the walls is still under discussion. The permitting process is still in progress. Sandy is chasing down both items.





MSC: That Cat9 will be self-insuring with respect to accident-caused repairs for the entryway improvements.





The motion above was carried in the light of the quoted additional cost of $700 per year from our insurance carrier, State Farm, for adding these insignificant property improvements.
